Implementation

The Berkley Master Plan serves as the broad
framework to guide the formation of policy for future
decisions related to land use and development in

the City. Implementation of the goals outlined in this
Plan will require the ongoing efforts of City Council,
Planning Commission, Downtown Development
Authority, City advisory boards, business and
property owners, and residents.

After the adoption of the Master Plan, City staff

will work with the appropriate responsible boards/
commissions to implement the corresponding
strategies outlined in the Implementation Matrix. A
priority level for each strategy has been assigned,
but priority levels, as well as timeframes and
responsibilities, may be amended as the City boards/
commissions deem appropriate.
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The City should use the Implementation Matrix as
a guide, and update the matrix accordingly, when
developing the following city policy documents:

* Capital Improvement Plan

* Annual Planning Commission Report

* Planning Commission Work Plan
